Reports, Announcements, and Communications of the Chair
Campus Senate Chairs will be meeting in Long Beach this week.  Chair Mortazavi has asked President Richmond to convene a task force to review campus committee structure and to create a new standing committee on committees.  President Richmond approved the December 2005 Draft Academic Calendar, the Resolution on Domestic and International Diversity (#14-05/06 -EX), and the Resolution on the Declaration of Major (#11-05/06-EP).

The last Senate meeting of the term is on April 25.  Since President Richmond will be out of town on that date, senators were asked if they would be willing to attend an end of the year reception for the Academic Senate on May 9 (during finals weeks) instead.  There were no objections.
Proxies were announced.

Reports of Standing Committees, Statewide Senators, and Ex-officio members

Faculty Affairs Committee (Chair Green):  The Committee hopes to have its survey on suggested changes to Appendix J out to the faculty next week.

Student Affairs Committee (Chair Moyer):  The Committee has begun working on a resolution on early registration and a survey of students is being conducted.  A Lumberjack article will also help elicit student feedback.  The Committee’s work on online course evaluations is progressing.

Finance Committee (Chair Larson):  The campus still doesn’t know for sure whether or not it will be required to make a full payback if its FTES target is not met.  The full amount would be $1 million dollars.  The University Budget Committee’s timeline and process is parallel to last year’s.  Currently the Vice Presidents are asking the Deans to prepare their budgets and any augmentation requests. Statewide Senate (Senator Thobaben):  The Statewide Senate is considering a resolution to amend its Constitution and reduce the number of campus representatives to the Senate.  The size of the Senate was increased in 2002, with the understanding that it would be expanded without in increase in budget.  Currently, the Senate is having difficulty meeting its budget.  If the resolution is passed by the CSU Senate, it will come to local campuses for a vote.  HSU senators were encouraged to vote for a reduction in size of the CSU Senate.  Senator Thobaben announced that Gary Reichard, Provost at CSU Long Beach, has been appointed the new Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs.
Senator Cheyne reported on the recent plenary, which included ongoing discussions on the Lower Division Transfer Pattern Project and an update on continuing work on implementing the EdD.  Two resolutions recently passed included: “Ongoing Efforts to Shape Curricula in Institutions of Higher Learning” and “Providing Newly Recruited Faculty with Necessary Support”.  The latter resolution urges individual campuses to address the resource needs of new faculty as well as the current lag time in receiving compensation (a first paycheck) and benefits. California Faculty Association (Chapter President Meiggs):  Everyone was encouraged to read the recent issue of California Faculty magazine to keep abreast of what is happening with CFA.  CFA gave a 45-minute presentation, focusing on contract issues, at the recent Board of Trustees meeting in Sacramento.  CFA members will be receiving bargaining unit updates in the near future.
Associated Students (President Alvarado):  The AS hosted California gubernatorial candidate Steve Westly in an official public forum.  The AS recently passed two resolutions:  Resolution in Support of Current University Forgiveness Policy (course repeat policy) and Resolution in Support of the Formation of a Campus Task Force on Committees.  
Academic Affairs (Provost Vrem):  WASC has responded to the campus proposal submitted in October and asked HSU to develop more focused themes.  Two themes being more fully developed include Core Experience for HSU Students and Ensuring Academic Success for Underrepresented Students.  The final version is due March 15.

University Advancement (Vice President Nordstrom):  The first electronic newsletter was sent to alumni; it will be sent out quarterly.  The event announcing the establishment of the Kenneth L. Fisher Chair was well-attended.

Resolution on Appointment Process for the Chair of the Senate Finance Committee
#17-05/06-EX – February 7, 2006

RESOLVED:  That the Academic Senate of Humboldt State University recommends the following amendment (changes indicated by underline and strike-out) to the “Bylaws and Rules of Procedures of the Academic Senate of Humboldt State University” (Appendix F, HSU Faculty Handbook), under Article XVI, Section 3:

Section 3. Senate Finance Committee--The members of the Senate Finance Committee shall be appointed by the Senate Appointments Committee to three-year terms.The Chair shall be appointed by the Senate Executive Committee to a two-year term. 
and be it further

RESOLVED:  That the Academic Senate of Humboldt State University recommends that if approved by a 2/3 majority of the Academic Senate, this amendment becomes effective immediately.

RATIONALE:  The Senate Executive Committee has a more in-depth understanding of the roles and responsibilities of the Senate Finance Committee chair than the Senate Appointments Committee.  In addition, the Chair of the Senate Finance Committee serves as a member of the Senate Executive Committee.
